OPEN INFORMATION LETTER OF VITOLD BAKHIR INSTITUTE’S SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL COUNCIL (STC)
Having studied the registration experience the STC recognized as appropriate to distribute this information letter aimed at clarifying the STC’s position on the registration procedure and facilitating it for the applicants.

According to the “Agreement on rendering services of consideration of application for registration in the Register of Vitold Bakhir Institute and on estimate of the qualification status in the area of electrochemical systems and technologies” (further “Agreement”) the STC is not obliged to inform an applicant of the reasons of refusal of registration. However, in order to avoid possible misunderstanding, the STC hereby covers some points, which can be the reason of refusal of registration in case of incomplete or wrong submission of documents.

In accordance with the Agreement legal entity to be registered shall submit to the Registrar for consideration the following papers: 
1) Application for registration in the Register; 

2) Data list to be included in the Register; 
3) Information report in plain-text form containing the following information: 

· full and short name of company in Russian;

· full name in the language of the country where the company is registered  indicating the country;
· name in English (at the Registered party’s option);

· address, contact phones, fax, E-mail address;

· year of foundation;

· information about management team and leading specialists;
· work experience in the area of electrochemical technologies;
· produced and/or applied electrochemical equipment and technologies, its’ principle;
· name and amount of produce;
· name and amount of the services rendered;
· scientific-research base;
· intellectual property (patents, licenses) and registered trade marks (mark) used in product release and/or rendering of services;
· information on coverage  of consumer’s market  in Russia and/or abroad;
· information on business partners;
· prospective plan of activities in the area of electrochemical technologies;
· suggestions on mutual cooperation;
· suggestions on scientific-research works.
The information submitted should clearly demonstrate that goals and objectives in the area of ECA technologies can be realized by those material and intellectual resources that the legal entity to be registered possesses at the moment of registration.
Therefore grounds for refusal may be as follows:

1. Material and/or intellectual resources that the legal entity to be registered possesses at the moment of registration are not sufficient for implementation of goals and objectives set in the area of application of ECA technologies, or information on material and/or intellectual resources  is replaced by information on individuals.
2. Suggestions on possible ECA systems and technologies-based cooperation are lacking or incomplete.
3. Management and leading specialists did not receive training in the Institute and the submitted information does not permit to make conclusion on their qualifications in the area of ECA technologies application.
4. Name of legal entity misleads consumer and gives inappropriate idea of an applicant’s material and intellectual resources.

5. Name of legal entity gives to consumer impression that the applicant possesses some exclusive rights valid in certain territories for application of ECA technologies.

6. Wrong information is submitted for registration.
7. Unethical conduct of an applicant.
8. Illegal activity of an applicant.

NOTE
Registration in Vitold Bakhir Institute gives to the registered party the right to receive information and assistance in the area specified in the Registration Certificate. Any consultation outside this area shall be carried out solely based on  the Agreement on scientific-research work.
